CSU transfer students complete two courses: one course from U.S. History (US-1) and one course that fulfills both U.S. Constitution and California State &
local Government (US-2 and US-3). This CSU graduation requirement is not part of Cal-GETC, however, it may be completed prior to transfer. All CSU’s allow
these courses to double-count in Area 4 if certified by SRJC. AP exams in U.S. History and U.S. Government & Politics may fulfill US-1 and US-2; US-3 cannot
be met with AP credit.

e Score of 5 or higher on an International Baccalaureate (IB) Higher Level Exam in a language other than English (Score must be on file with A & R)

e Satisfactory completion of an achievement test administered by a community college, university or other college

* Two years of formal schooling at the sixth grade level or higher with grades of “C” or better in an institution where the language of instruction is not
